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PUBLIC NOTICE – TROPICAL STORM GUSTAV

As of 11:00 AM EDT today, Friday, August 29, 2008, Tropical Storm Gustav was reported by the National Hurricane Center to be located about 450 miles East-Southeast of the western tip of Cuba and moving toward the West-Northwest near 8 miles per hour.  It is anticipated that the storm will enter the southern Gulf of Mexico on Sunday after increasing to hurricane strength later today.  Projected tracks for Gustav show it making landfall, possibly as a major hurricane, along the northern coast of the Gulf of Mexico on Tuesday Morning, September 2, 2008.
Because of our concern that banks in Alabama be prepared, over the long Labor Day weekend in advance of Gustav’s landfall, we ask that each of our banks in areas that may be impacted by this storm review and prepare to implement their business continuity plans and make preparations for ensuring the safety of their employees and customers.  Banks in areas affected by this storm may consider themselves to be in an emergency area and have authorization to close their offices on Tuesday, September 2, 2008, until conditions permit the reopening of those affected locations.  Banks located along evacuation routes should prepare to have ample supplies of cash on hand and stocked in ATMs in order to serve the needs of evacuees from Alabama and our neighboring states.
